Your honesty is not letting God down, it is letting Him in.  

Rely upon His character and not your own.   

3. Our __________________ 
I John 1:10 (ESV)  If we say we have not sinned, we make him a liar, 
and his word is not in us.

The lie of denial: “God, I don’t need you.”  

Hebrews 4:12 (ESV)-For the word of God is living and active, sharper 
than any two-edged sword, piercing to the division of soul and of 
spirit, of joints and of marrow, and discerning the thoughts and 
intentions of the heart.

The death of Jesus deals with the guilt of sin (justification).
